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Present Perfect (Irregular Verbs)

1. Present Perfect for result.

When we are interested in the result of some action, but not in the time when something was done, we use the Present Perfect Tense. 
Example: I haven’t done my homework for today. I feel so sorry. 

(We don’t know when the homework was not done and we’re not interested in it, but we have the result – it’s not done!)
